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Tree Care Agreement: 

To receive a tree you must agree to the following:
I/we agree to maintain the trees for a period of three years following the stewardship plan outlined below. I/we also 
agree to provide Our City Forest with tree health updates by completing and returning stewardship report forms, which 
will be mailed to me periodically. I/we understand that Our City Forest provides information on the care of the tree(s) 
and that it is my/our responsibility, as the Tree Steward, to oversee their care.
      I/we agree to:  
 1. Water the tree(s) regularly – minimum of ten gallons weekly.
  2. Provide necessary pruning - OCF can provide pruning information, recommendations, and  instruction.
  3. Keep the watering basin around each tree maintained and free of competing vegetation (including turf).
  4. Keep the tree(s) properly staked, adjust or remove stakes as necessary.
 5. Return stake(s) to OCF after 2 to 3 years. Stake pick-up is available for seniors and disabled residents.
  6. Monitor the health of the tree(s), checking for disease or pest infestations, changes in growth, etc.
